Activity

Would you rather?

Series of questions looking at different ways we can show love to our neighbour. Please
feel free to add more.

Would you rather not wear shoes for the rest of your life or not ever get your driver’s
license? Would you rather feed a homeless person or heal a sick person?

Would you rather live on an island alone or in a house with 100 people?

Would you rather give a speech in front of the entire school or ask a bully to stop
picking on someone?

There was no right or wrong answer to any of the questions, it was simply what you would
prefer to do. The important thing is that we remember Jesus’ commandment to show love
to our neighbours - how we do that is up to us. We also need to remember that our
neighbour extends to our brothers and sisters around the world and the first question,
whilst it is a question for many of

us may not even be an option for them.

The Church Story

When her mother reproached her for caring for the poor and the sick at home, St. Rose of
Lima said to her: "When we serve the poor and the sick, we serve Jesus. We must not fail
to help our neighbours, because in them we serve Jesus.”

We should follow St. Rose’s example and try to see Jesus in all our neighbours and strive
to help them as much as we can.

Personal Story

know? Who is my neighbour?

How well do you know your physical neighbour?

Am | responsible for the well-being of people | don’t even know?

Does the way you love your neighbour affect your school/local/community/the

world? When did you last see Jesus in your neighbour?

Today, what stopped you from loving your neighbour?

Liturgy
